Printing Files with FORTRAN Carriage Control

Output files using FORTRAN carriage control have the printer carriage control as the first character on the line
to be printed.  The number 1 (one) as the first character on the line means move to a new page, a 0 (zero) implies
skip a line before printing and a blank character as the first character of the line implies printing on the next line
of the printed output.  Most current computer printers, and operating systems, do not recognize these carriage
controls unless the output is sent directly to the printer and not to a file.

The program FPRINT will send a file directly to the printer on the PC with the command

FPRINT <filename>

where <filename> is the name of the file. The printed output will use the ANSI FORTRAN standard carriage
controls.

To run the program call the program by the method appropriate to your operating system from the command line
or by setting up shortcuts to run the program.   For the command line usage on a personal computer this assumes
that the file FPRINT.EXE is in your current directory or path.
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
